Appleton Estate Rum Tour

	Appleton Estate Rum Tour gives the visitor an inside look at the rum making process. Visitors watch resident donkey "Pax" demonstrate how juice was extracted from sugar cane in the 18th century. From there the tour takes visitors to the Distillery & Aging House where the different methods of distillation are shown. Visitors are then able to juice their own cane, sample white rum and boil "wet sugar". 
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Bob Marley Mausoleum
Birthplace and final resting place of reggae legend, Robert "Bob" Marley. Visit the humble beginnings of this superstar in the hills of St. Ann. Chances are, you may meet Bob's mother Cedella Booker, or some of his old friends on your visit.

Bob Marley Museum & Theatre

Discover a legend and spirit of Bob Marley. This retail and entertainment centre includes complimentary admission to an air-conditioned theatre where visitors watch a film on the life and work of Bob Marley on the big screen. Known as the "Bob Marley Experience", the centre carries an enormous collection of Marley t-shirts, music, gifts and souvenir items, considered the largest in the world.

Dunn’s River Falls & Park

Dunn's River Falls is one of Jamaica's national treasures. Globally, it is as well
known as reggae and equally stimulating. There are few places where the Arawak
name "Xayamaca" - land of rivers and springs - is more apt. The Spaniards called the area "Las Chorreras", the waterfalls or springs and it is truly one of the most beautiful spots on the island.

A stone's throw from Ocho Rios, one of Jamaica's fastest growing resort centres, Dunn's River Falls is unique. Described as a living and growing phenomenon, it continuously regenerates itself from deposits of travertine rock, the result of precipitation of calcium carbonate from the river, as it flows over the falls. The small dome-shaped cataracts are usually associated with thermal spring activity found in limestone caves. This, combined with its location near to the sea, gives Dunn's River the distinction of being the only one of its kind in the Caribbean, if not the world.

Greenwood Great House

Greenwood Great House is over 200 years old. Formerly owned by the family of Elizabeth Barrett-Browning, the famous English poet, Greenwood is one of the best preserved great houses on the island.

Today they live a peaceful and quiet life, high in the mountains, living off the land just as their ancestors did over 300 years ago. They are self-governed and an elected Colonel is the head of state.
Mayfield Falls

Situated on a five-acre property, Mayfield Falls is a great spot for camping, hiking and picnicking. Other activities include cliff jumping, cave diving, relaxing in one of the natural Jacuzzis and enjoying a massage. The staff at Mayfield Falls welcomes everyone.
