FISHING

San Pedro is an Angler’s Dream! 

Fishing is EXCELLENT – of one variety or another – during ANYTIME of the year! 

Early in the morning our guests, two to a skiff, are escorted by their personal, professional fishing guide to do some of the best fishing of it’s kind in the world.

Bonefishing – is good throughout the entire year.  Bonefish will average 2 to 6 pounds and an 8 to 12 pounder is not uncommon.  

Permits – during the months of November to March (luck on the flats) are frequently caught this being one the ultimate challenges to the salt-water fisherman.

Snook – are mainly end of December to February.  In various locations, mainly in the Belize rivers during westerly winds.

Tarpons – are during the months of late May through August, this is fishing on the reef (channels) and on the flats (lagoon) anytime weather is permitting.  It is usual to jump a day when the fish are grouped, during the other months, they are not schooled, but they can be caught.  The Tarpon will range in size from 20 to 90 pounds…averaging around 40 pounds.

Deep Sea, Bill Fishing (outside the reef) – you will find excellent deep jigging and trolling for:  

Wahoo –October to August

Bonito (small tuna) all year round with luck on a calm day

Marlin – (White and Blue) October to August

Sailfish – October to May

Tuna – October to May

Black Snapper – all year round 

And a variety of other saltwater gamefish! 


Reef Fishing (inside the reef) – you will be guaranteed a catch of either Groupers, Snappers (Yellow, Grey, Mutton, Lane, etc.), Barracuda, Jacks (Horse eye, Yellow, Bar, etc.), Spanish Mackerel and a variety of other saltwater gamefish.

Listed below by months are the principle species, which can be taken with reasonable reliability as indicated.  However, as all fishermen know, an overlap of migrations and seasons coupled with weather patterns will provide certain fish in the area at times other than expected.  There are also varieties other than the familiar ones listed, which may be caught from time to time. 

December, January, February, March, April, May, June, July, August, and October

Bonefish, Permit, Snook, Spanish Mackerel, King Mackerel, Grouper, Snapper (of all varieties), Barracuda and Bonito.  Others at times during this season.
