Day 2 

Blue Mountains Deluxe Experience 

The Blue Mountains NaƟonal Park is one of seven naƟonal parks that make up the Greater Blue 
Mountains World Heritage Area. This wonderland of sandstone outcrops, deep ravines and hazy blue 
eucalypt forests boasts luxury retreats and stunning views. Today your guide will take you off the beaten 
track to visit remote lookout locaƟons and discuss the history, flora and fauna of this magnificent region. 

At 7:00am-7:30am depart from the hotel with AEA Luxury Tours. Our first stop of the day is at Calmsley 
Hill a working farm also home to Kangaroos, Emus, Wombats and Koalas. Enjoy morning tea and Ɵme to 
wander at leisure. 



From Calmsley Hill we conƟnue to ascend the Blue Mountains via the highway. We will visit one of the 
ranges of stunning outlooks of the Jamison Valley seeing beauƟful vistas. Where possible this will be 
away from the crowds of tours that visit the mountains each day with other operators, thus our guests 
will enjoy a stress and hurry-free environment taking in the views and informaƟon imparted by their 
guide. 

ConƟnuing on we arrive at Eaglehawk Lookout, a remote lookout points away from the crowds for views 
of the famous 3 Sisters. Whilst the Blue Mountains features so much more than this natural aƩracƟon 
you can't help but admire the unquesƟonable beauty of this amazing rock formaƟon. The character of 
the Three Sisters changes throughout the day and throughout the seasons as the sunlight brings out 
magnificent colors. Here your guide will discuss the legends behind this famous rock formaƟon and the 
Ɵme available for you to take some great photos. 

We then make our way around the mountain towards the village of Blackheath and our lunch venue the 
Hydro MajesƟc. Here in this relaxed venue with stunning views. We enjoy a 2-course lunch with 
tea/coffee. All diets are catered for (excluding Kosher Meals). Beverages can be purchased at your own 
expense from the Bar. 

The aŌernoon is spent visiƟng a selecƟon of lookouts. Once you clap your eyes on the view from GoveƩs 
Leap you'll know why it's one of the most famous lookouts in Australia. The magnificent waterfall drops a 
whopping 180m to the base of the cliff. If you're not mesmerized by the dancing waves of water spray, 
you'll be transfixed by the sweeping views down the valley to the Grose Wilderness. We then stop briefly 
to enjoy a glass of sparkling wine or orange juice at the delighƞul Mt Tomah Botanic Gardens our last 
stop, where we enjoy the sweeping views across to Sydney before traveling down the Bells Line of Road 
to arrive back at your hotel approximately 4:30pm-5:00pm.

Uluru Sacred Sites and Sunset

Later travel around the base of Uluru with a local Driver Guide. Learn about the naƟve flora, fauna and 
intriguing cultural tradiƟons of tradiƟonal owners, the Anangu, and discover an array of fascinaƟng 
sacred sites.

Watch 
the first rays of the sun set the Red Centre alight while enjoying a warming cup of tea or coffee. Then 
travel to the mysƟcal 36 domes of Kata Tjuta. On the way enjoy panoramic views of the southern side of 
Kata Tjuta before arriving at the base of Walpa Gorge. Spend some Ɵme exploring the gorge and the 
unusual conglomerate rock formaƟons. The walking trail through Walpa Gorge follows the natural creek 
between two of the tallest domes of Kata Tjuta.

Ayers Rock to Kings Canyon 

Travel through spectacular desert scenery from Ayers Rock Resort to Kings Canyon Resort by luxury 
coach. Pass through CurƟn Springs and view AƟla (Mt. Conner). AŌer turning off the Lasseter Highway 
and onto Luritja Road your Driver/Guide will provide informaƟve commentary about the history of the 



surrounding caƩle staƟons. Arrive at Kings Canyon Resort before dusk. You may have Ɵme to view the 
sun set behind Carmichaels Crag to finish off the day.

Day 5 

Kings Canyon Climb 

Your guide will escort you on the rocky climb to the rim of Kings Canyon. The views of Watarrka NaƟonal 
Park from the top of the canyon are magnificent as are the views down into the canyon itself. Follow the 
rim of the canyon stopping to view the canyon gorge at look-out points. Time permiƫng, you may 
choose to descend to the green oasis of the 'Garden of Eden'. The walk may take up to 3 hours and is 
rocky and steep in parts. It is for those with a good level of fitness. AlternaƟvely, you may wish to take an 
easier, shorter walk to explore the boulder strewn canyon floor with our Driver/Guide.
