Later travel around the base of Uluru with a local Driver Guide. Learn about the naƟve flora, fauna and 
intriguing cultural tradiƟons of tradiƟonal owners, the Anangu, and discover an array of fascinaƟng 



sacred sites. Join your Driver Guide for a walk to MuƟtjulu Waterhole. You'll explore a number of caves 
and view Aboriginal rock painƟngs as your Guide interprets their meaning and significance. 

Travel to the Uluru sunset viewing area, 'Sunset Strip' and relax with a glass of wine and Nibbles as the 
sun sets over the western horizon and the evening sky brings out the many shades of colour for which 
Uluru is renowned.

Uluru Sunrise and Kata Tjuta 

Rise early this morning to travel to Talinguru Nyakunytjaku in Uluru and Kata Tjuta NaƟonal Park. Watch 
the first rays of the sun set the Red Centre alight while enjoying a warming cup of tea or coffee. Then 
travel to the mysƟcal 36 domes of Kata Tjuta. On the way enjoy panoramic views of the southern side of 
Kata Tjuta before arriving at the base of Walpa Gorge. Spend some Ɵme exploring the gorge and the 
unusual conglomerate rock formaƟons. The walking trail through Walpa Gorge follows the natural creek 
between two of the tallest domes of Kata Tjuta.

Ayers Rock to Kings Canyon 

Travel through spectacular desert scenery from Ayers Rock Resort to Kings Canyon Resort by luxury 
coach. Pass through CurƟn Springs and view AƟla (Mt. Conner). AŌer turning off the Lasseter Highway 
and onto Luritja Road your Driver/Guide will provide informaƟve commentary about the history of the 
surrounding caƩle staƟons.

Day 6 

Kings Canyon Climb 

Your guide will escort you on the rocky climb to the rim of Kings Canyon. The views of Watarrka NaƟonal 
Park from the top of the canyon are magnificent as are the views down into the canyon itself. Follow the 
rim of the canyon stopping to view the canyon gorge at look-out points. Time permiƫng, you may 
choose to descend to the green oasis of the 'Garden of Eden'. The walk may take up to 3 hours and is 
rocky and steep in parts. It is for those with a good level of fitness. AlternaƟvely, you may wish to take an 
easier, shorter walk to explore the boulder strewn canyon floor with our Driver/Guide.
